   Tree Distribution: Trees provided by the Ministère des Ressources naturelles et des Forêts will be  

       distributed free of charge to residents. You can choose from the following species: Yellow birch, White  
       pine and sugar maple. 

          Rabies Vaccination Clinic: Veterinarian Dr. Marc Quenneville will be available between 9:30 a.m. and  

      11:00 a.m. to vaccinate your cats and dogs against rabies. Cost: $20 per animal. 
 

        Reminder: If your pet has already received its first vaccination, it is recommended to give it a booster  

      one year later.  After the second injection, the vaccine will be effective for three years.
